THE MEANS
We cannot over-emphasize theimportance of Jesus statement that He was operating by the Spirit. The
Spirit of theLord is only thered ded whenit is by theanointing. | am absolutely worn out with anything
that results by the gpprova of men, the arrogance of sef ( however humbly presented), and the appetite
for power. All too often these things are presented as the move of God in mighty ways. No, they areto
be called for what they are... FLESH! You cannot flow in the Spirit of God without the heart of God. We
want the anointing without arrivingto the place of the Spirit beingupon us. You can find many references
to anointingin scripture. Prophets, priests, kings even furniture and articles. Nothingwas to be used
when dedlingwith sacred matters that wasn’t anointed. Not even the Son of God would presumeto
engace in the lives of broken people, without the anointing. Thethingis, that which is anointed should
have been appointed in the sovereignty of God. “Hereis aman or woman after my heart” is the cry of
God. Jesus sad it well didn’t He? (Mat 5:8) Blessed arethe purein heart: for they shall see God.

OR (Mark 12:28-34) Mark 12:30 And thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy heart, and with all thy
soul, and with all thy mind, and with all thy strength: this is the fir st commandment.
You see last week we saw how Jesus said the “poor in spirit” would have the Kingdom of God, now we

hear Jesus say the purein heart will see God. Seewhen | alow mysdf to be emptied of arich “spirit” He
moves heaven’s kingdom towards me, and then as my heart is absorbed with the kingdom and not me, that
purity of motive dlows God to manifest in me. Poor spirit= kingdom of God= more purified heart=
seeing God.

IT ISTIM E to redize that we cannot operate on less than what
Jesus needed to preach the Gospd, hed lives, release captives and set at liberty the bruised. It is dl about
His doing and my alowingHim to be the doer in my life.

THEMIRACLE

Theimportant thingto grasp is that | do not have the capacity to preach well enough, counsd proficiently



enough, release, bring liberty or heal anyone. Heisthemiraclein my life out of which miracles flow, if
they areto flow out of my life. It is His redemptive work, not my reservoir of effort that makes the
difference. What if | redly, realy understood that everythingthat was to be accomplished in my life, and
consequently through meto thelives of others, hinged on my absolute trust and knowledge that it is
aways His divine gppointment beingfulfilled thisday in my life. 1T ISTIM E for Jesus to fulfill Himself
inmy life.

THEMISSION
Themission is never that difficult for the M aster. It is the process that He will not condenseto our liking.
All things arefor His dory and the making of us into His image. Hiswork has His signature upon it. No
shortcuts here. Listen to Hiswords; hed, liberate, release, new sight. Let’s focus on: Hed the
brokenhearted. Heal isto makewhole or cure. Brokenhearted consists of two Greek words together:
suntribo (soon-tree-bo) to crush completey, that is, to shatter (literaly or figuratively): - break (in
pieces), broken to shivers, bruise; And kardia: ; the heart, that is, (figuratively) the thoughts or fedings
(mind); dso (by andogy) the middle (Strong’s):  Now Thayer has amuch longer definition which is redly
descriptive, but in essenceit says al the emotions, appetites, etc and the center of who you areis
involved in thisword. Now can we catch the significance, the depth of Jesus as He says: “I have come
today to hed, to cure, dl that has been crushed, shattered and broken in your thoughts, y our fedlings, y our
mind, and the very center of who you are?” Thisisnot “I want to makeyou fed better, | want to lift
your spiritstoday, | want to see abehaviord changein you, | want you to make some new friends. This
is | have cometo go to your coreand HEAL you. M akeyou WHOLE. CURE you. Hecan say that,
because He was announcing the Divine Appointment of God the Father had just come into being, and it
would be FULFILLED!! Now you might say well good, but what about us? Wdll, | say that with you,
what about us? What if Christ so inhabited my essence, my existence, that everything other than Him
actualy seemed pretty useless, unless they drove meto His presence, His person. Whatever the means
that worked in Jesus, isthe means | want inmy life. Fromwhat | can seg, it is simply the Spirit of the
Lord and the anointing that results from that, being poured into my life. If that seems complicated or

difficult, take alook at the results of the church without the Spirit and the anointing.
