INTRO: Thereis alot of discussion about purposethesedays. We see many without purpose and we
recognize how hopeless lifeis without that. M otivation, goas, dreams al seemto fal into place when wefind
purpose. I’venoticed in my life how my purposes have dramaticaly changed fromtimeto time. | don’t want
to get too much into semantics but | have thought alot about destiny lately. As| read the scriptures both old
and new | am caught up in the stories of men who received agimpse of their destiny from God. It drove
Abraham, Joseph, the prophets, and the gpostles. It redly drove Jesus wholelife. Let’slook at asecular
definition of DESTINE: (bedestined) 1 beintended or chosen for aparticular purpose or end: he was destined
to bean engneer. 2 bound for aparticular destination. -ORIGIN origndly in the sense 'predetermine, decree’:
from Latin destinare 'make firm, establish’. DESTINY >noun (pl. destinies) 1 the events that will happen to a
person, regarded as predetermined by fate. 2 the hidden power believed to control this; fate. -ORIGIN Latin
destinata, from destinare 'make firm, establish." Now, let’s look a8 PURPOSE: 1 the reason for which something
is done or for which something exists. 2 resolve or determination. M aybethe differenceis slight, but resolve
or determination can actualy keep mefrom havingthe plan of God fulfilled in my life. Wewon’t get hung up
on that, but | do see many times in scripture that there are events of which the purpose of those events is only
explanablein light of God’s destiny. Joseph’s pit, Abraham’s Isaac, Jacob’s limp, M oses’ wilderness. None
of those werether destinies but they surefit apurpose of God. If you are more comfortable with “acalling” or
a“plan” for your life, so am . Words don’t matter but the truths of the concept do. | seedestiny asthis: The
divine blueprint, order and pull on your lifethat God has ordained that gve purposeto theeventsin your life.
Thisisredly evident inthelife of Jesus. Let’s look:
JESUS DESTINY: Let’sbegn at Luke 2:49. Thestory precedingthisisthat M ary and Joseph have gone up
to Jerusdem for the feast of the Passover. They leave and travel awhole day and find Jesus is not with them.
When they find Him this is what happens: “Son, why have You donethis to us? Look, Your father and | have
sought You anxiously.” 49 And He said to them, “Why did you seek Me? Did you not know that | must be about
My Father ’s business?”” 50 But they did not under stand the statement which He spoke to them. Let’s get asense
of the divine destiny of Jesus: I’m goingto ask you to read these passages a home. I’ll try to gve some themes.
John 11:49-52 (Caaphas “prophesied that Jesus would die); John 12: 14-15 (Jesus rides on the donkey “asit is
written”); John 12: 37-40 (they do not believe the miracles as Isaiah wrote); John 13:18 (he who edats bread with
M ewill lift up his hed against M e.); John 13:27 (what you do, do quickly); John 13:38 (Peter will deny Him
threetimes); John 19: 23-24 (they divided My garments among them and for My garments cast lots); John
19:28 (that the scripture might be fulfilled Jesus said I thirst”). We seethe absolute will of God being brought
into existence here. Jesus was not worshiping His destiny, Hewas just so in tunewith the Father’s set
established order for Hislife, that it drove Himin His everyday living It isthe God of the destiny, not the
destiny that we worship and are engaged with. Jesus was dway s livingin the flow of what His Father was
performing.

RULERS DESTINY: Therearetwo recordings in Luke, Luke 15:34, and 19:41 that indicate how even the
most religous can missit!! In Luke 15:34 Jesus tdls how Hewanted to gather them as ahen gathers her chicks
but they WOULD NOT!! Not that they could not, they would not! Jesus was cdlingand desiringto movein
their lives but they would not respond. Thenin Luke 19:41-44 Jesus says.

1 Now as He drew near, He saw the city and wept over it, * saying, “If you had known, even you, especially in
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this your day, the things that make for your peace! But now they ar e hidden from your eyes. * For days will come
upon you when your enemies will build an embankment around you, surround you and close you in on every
side, ”

44 and level you, and your children within you, to the ground; and they will not leave in you one stone upon
another, because you did not know the time of your visitation.
When Jesus “wept”, thisword in the Greek is the strongest word for weep. It isto mourn and wail doud as one
for the dead would weep. When He says “if you had known”, it is gnosko, (felt, had ardationship with your
knowledge). Did not “know the time’- the word time means set event or gopointment... and when He say s of
“your visitation” the word used is “episkope’ from the idea of Bishop. That means examination but aso
according to Kohlenberg, “covering’. Now there are passages that seemto indicate that they couldn’t help it. |
find a closer look may gve a different view. That ther lack of response caused their eyes and ears to be shut.
John 9:39-41 % And Jesus said, “For judgment | have come into this world, that those who do not see may see,
and that those who see may be made blind.” %° Then some of the Pharisees who were with Him heard these
words, ®and said to Him, “Arewe blind also?” ** Jesus said to them, “If you were blind, you would have no sin;
but now you say, ‘We see.” Therefore your sinremains. Thereare morethings | want to explore on this subject
a another time.
OUR DESTINY: Let me clarify something right away. Destiny is not something we seek. Everything! read
about it came on God’s move, not man’s. It would be easy to get off the present working of God in my lifeand
miss everything He is doing day by day, in search of some grand plan. No, destiny is again that divine order,
scheme and pull of God in my life to bring me to His place or “char” in which He wants to set me. Destiny
may bestated by God, but it’s not an achievement on my part. It is often reveded onestep a atime. Abraham
was gven a promise, but he was not told dl a that time. Joseph was gven apromise but hewas not told al.
Yet, God wants to reved Himsdf in new waysinmy lifeon aday by day basis that lead meto His destiny for
my life. If thereare steps, and I’m not sure of that, | would set them out as this:
LET GO OF OUR OLD PATTERNS We create patterns in our lives by walking in darkness, or ignorance.
When He offers light, you MUST respond to it. John 11:9-10 says: ° Jesus answered, “Arethere not twelve
hours in the day? If anyone walks in the day, he does not stumble, because he sees the light of this world. 1° But if
one walks in the night, he stumbles, because the light is not in him.” And then in John 12:35-36: *® Then Jesus
said to them, “A little while longer the light is with you. Walk while you have the light, lest darkness overtake
you; he who walks in darkness does not know where heis going. % While you have the light, believe in the light,
that you may become sons of light.” These things Jesus spoke, and departed, and was hidden from them. When
God reveds truth to you through His word or the ministry of the body, you need to respond to that. Hear God,
and believe God.
KNOW WE ARE CHOSEN: In John 1: 36-50, we read the caling of the first disciples. Jesus reveds His
involvement and desire for them. Andrew, Phillip, Nathanad, Peter are dl pulled in to the begnning of His
divine plan and destiny. You too are chosen! John 15:16 says: *° You did not choose Me, but | chose you and
appointed you that you should go and bear fruit, and that your fruit should remain, that whatever you ask the
Father in My name He may give you. Thisword appointed, istheword for destined or even predestined. You
are here today for a specific reason. Beyond that He is calling dl of us to know this work is His work, Any
effort is His effort and we are chosen not to make fruit but to bear fruit.
KNOW HE WANTS TO REVEAL HIM SELF TO YOU: John 14:26, 29: 2 But the Helper, the Holy Spirit,
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whom the Father will send in My name, He will teach you all things, and bring to your remembrance all things
that | said to you. *° “And now | havetold you befor e it comes, that when it does come to pass, you may believe.
This Phrase “comes to pass” means created (gnomai). Jesusis sayingthat He has told us that beforethings are
brought or crested into existence, He will share them so that when they are crested they will believe. John 16:
13-15: 3 However, when He, the Spirit of truth, has come, He will guide you into all truth; for He will not speak
on His own authority, but whatever He hears He will speak; and He will tell you things to come. * He will glorify
Me, for He will take of what is Mine and declareit to you. ** All things that the Father has are Mine. Therefore |
said that He will take of Mine and declare it to you. As | read this it says that Jesus through the Holy Spirit
wants to take dl that the Father has gven Him, and declareit unto us. You do not haveto walk in old patterns,
you are chosen, and He desires to reved the Father to you. Our tesching has been too longthat welivein blind
faith. Jesusthreetimesin Luke done, (9" and 18" chapter told His disciples what was goingto happen to Him.
They could not really get it, but it isup for debatewhy. Asafriend wroteto me, it may have been more about
what their concept of Him, what they wanted to bdieve about Him was, than it was that they couldn’t get it.
God do not let my concept of how you should move in my life blind me to how you want to move and are
revedingyoursef, and your destiny for me.
